AND WHEREAS to meet the purpose aforesaid both the parties have agreed to enter
into this Integrity Agreement (hereinafter referred to as “Integrity Pact” or “Pact”). The
terms and conditions of which shall also be read as integral part and parcel of the
Tender/Bid documents and Contract between the parties. NOW, THEREFORE, in
consideration of mutual covenants contained in this Pact, the parties hereby agree as
follows and this Pact witnesses as under:

1) If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s), either before award or during execution of Contract has
committed a transgression through a violation of Article 2 above or in any other form,
such as to put his reliability or credibility in question, the Principal/Owner after giving
14 days notice to the contractor shall have powers to disqualify the
Bidder(s)/Contactor(s) from the Tender process or terminate/determine the contract,
if already executed or exclude the Bidder/contractor from contract, award process.
The imposition and duration of the exclusion will be determined by the severity of
transgression and determined by the Principal/Owner. Such exclusion may be forever
or for a limited period as decided by the Principal/Owner.

2) Forfeiture of EMD/Performance Guarantee/security Deposit: If the Principal/Owner
has disqualified the Bidder(s) From the Tender process prior to the Award of the
